Significant Incidents/Matters:

Race 1—No whips were allowed (2 year olds)

Race 2—STEWARDS’ INQUIRY To review the first 100 yards involving horse #1 JCDAM. After reviewing the
film, the stewards ruled that the horse caused its own trouble (horse bucked unseating its rider) and did not affect
the outcome of the race. Therefore, there would be NO CHANGE to the original order of finish regarding this
incident. Jockey involved #1 MICHAEL YBARRA.

Race 2—JCDAM was put on the stewards’ list.

Race 2—JOCKEY’S OBJECTION #4 MACARENAS GIRL against the #2 PEACEFUL BONO and #5 ICU
SPECIAL for interference in the stretch. After reviewing the film, the stewards rules that #2 PEACEFUL BONO
failed to make sufficient effort to maintain his lane and bore out into the path of #4 MACARENAS GIRL causing
it to lose all chance, which resulted in the disqualification of #2 PEACEFUL BONO from 1% place to 4™ place.

Regarding the objection OF #4 MACARENAS GIRL on #5 ICU SPECIAL, the stewards ruled that there was a
lack of evidence to sustain the rider’s claim of foul. Therefore, there would be no change to the original order of
finish in this matter. Jockeys involved (#3 ALEJANDRO ORTEGA, #2 MATT SIEFERS, and #5 MARTIN
OSUNA). Original order of finish 2-5-3-4-1,dnf, New Order 5-3-4-2-1,dnf

Race 3—STEWARDS’ INQUIRY, to review the race involving horse #2 TAKIN FIRST LIEN and #4 CANDY
CAT EYES. After reviewing the film, the stewards ruled that there was a lack of evidence and the outcome of the
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race was not altered. Therefore, there would be NO CHANGE to the original order of finish. Jockeys involved
#2 JULIAN SERRANO and #4 EMILIO TAPIA.

Race 6—STEWARDS’ INQUIRY to review the start of the race involving horse #3 AT LAST A WILD CAR.
After reviewing the film, the stewards ruled that the horse stumbled causing its own trouble (unseating the rider)
and did not affect the start of the race. Therefore, there would be NO CHANGE to the original order of finish.
Jockey involved FERNANDO GAMEZ.

As an added security measure, jockeys and valets were randomly wanded throughout the day.

After reviewing the film, the stewards ruled that the horse dwelt at the start. The gates opened properly and #6
REGAL TEMPTATION V had every opportunity to break with the field, but failed to do so. Therefore, it was
considered a starter by the stewards and there would be NO CHANGE to the original order of finish. Jockey
involved (#6 DAVID REYES-FRISBY).

Race 2--#1 come on dude was placed on the Stewards’ list for ducking in and hitting the rail at the start of the
race. Horse must work from gate.

Race 8--#4 PRAIRIE LAKE (Specialed)
Race 9--#1 BETINI and #6 ONE FAST JESS both horses sent to the test barn due to a dead heat for win.

Race #9 JOCKEY’S OBJECTION, #5 YN PALOMA against the #6 ONE FAST JESS for interference. After
reviewing the film, the Stewards ruled that there was a lack of evidence to sustain the rider’s claim of foul.
Therefore, there would be NO CHANGE to the original order of finish. Jockeys involved (#5 LUIS YESCAS
and #6 JULIAN SERRANO)

Race 10—JOCKEY’S OBJECTION, #2 SARAH SOTA, against the #3 MAGICAL RIGHTER for interference at
the start of the race. After reviewing the film, the Stewards ruled that there was a lack of evidence to sustain the
rider’s claim. Therefore, there would be NO CHANGE to the original order of finish. Jockeys involved (LUIS
YESCAS and #3 DAVID REYES-FRISBY).

As an added security measure, jockeys and valets were randomly wanded throughout the day.
